A THR 481 
Costume Design



The class will focus on the exploration of theatrical text and the design process as it relates to 

the development of a costume design thesis. Skills including rendering, research, and script 

analysis will be incorporated, using the design elements and principles, into a working process 

aimed at cogent costume designs for different styles of dramatic literature.

THEA 101
Theatre Appreciation


This course is a study of live theatre and how it is produced, how it has developed historically 

and culturally, and how it is evaluated and analyzed.  This course examines theatre as a 


collaborative art form by focusing on the viewpoints of its image-makers (playwright, actor, 

director, producer, and designers).  Participation in the creation of art helps enable an 


appreciation of that art form.  Hence, students in this course will have hands-on experience in 

the production of live theatre.  In addition, students will learn to critically evaluate dramatic 

texts and performance.



THEA 141
Introduction to Theatre Design


This course lays the foundational common elements of theatre design by teaching students 

how to make clear, unified decisions using theatrical design as its medium.  Students are 


introduced to fundamental principles of theatre design through lectures, class discussions, 

completion of a sketchbook / journal of design observations, critical reviews of realized 


productions, text analysis, and weekly presentations.  Throughout the semester students 


perform design assignments that are then presented and critiqued by both students and faculty 

in class.  The course culminates in a collaborative project in which students create a design for 

a designated play text.  The final designs and their conceptual rationale are presented before 

the class.


THEA 201 
Introduction to Dramatic Literature



This is a reading, analysis, and writing course focusing on the development of dramatic 


literature from ancient Greece to the present.  The course provides a framework for analyzing 

and evaluating dramatic literature in both print and performance.  



The course assumes students possess different backgrounds relative to the materials under 

investigation as well as different reading and analytical skills when approaching dramatic 

literature and its historical and performance contexts.  The course challenges each student to 

make conscientious and steady skills acquisition progress from his/her own starting point.



THEA 232 
Stagecraft: Costumes



This course is designed to introduce the student to beginning and intermediate sewing skills to 

be applied to theatrical production. While focusing on specific skill development, research and 

critical analysis of historical costume brings a broader understanding of the structure and 


creation of these garments.  Set within a liberal arts education, this course broaches the inter-

reliant role of fiber, fabric and fashion in cultures across time and space.



THEA 233 
Stagecraft: Makeup



The course will cover techniques in design and application of stage makeup; 



development of analytical, research, manual skills through projects in corrective makeup, 


aging, likeness makeup, simple prosthetics, and so forth. This course will encourage 


elements of creativity while improving technical skills in makeup application. 



THEA 236 
Stage Management



This course introduces students to the field of stage management for theatre.  Students will 

study and practice the responsibilities, organization, and interpersonal skills necessary in the 

production of live theatre.  In addition to class sessions students are required to stage manage a 

theatrical production, which includes attending and running all rehearsals, production 


meetings, and performances.



THEA 242 
Costume Design



The course will cover an introduction to costume design and its process including script 


analysis, research, conceptualization, critical thinking, rendering, swatching, and 



plotting/planning.  Areas of study will include characterization; aesthetics- the visual language 

of design within the visual language of the theatre; using the elements of design- color, texture, 

form, scale, etc.; stylization; the interpretation and manipulation of historical and cultural 


research- modes, manners and behavior; practical tools- costume plots, sketches, etc. group 

plates, detail plates, calendars, brushes, paper- mixed media, invention, creativity and 


boundless self-expression.



THEA 347 
Advanced Topics in Tech/Design: Millinery


This course introduces students to the design and construction process of hats.  3-D design 


principles and hat making techniques are studied and applied to wearable and non-wearable creations.  

Students learn basic skills of millinery construction through the methods of patterned and blocked 

forms.



THEA 347 
Advanced Topics in Tech/Design: Puppetry


This course will introduce students to the history, design, and construction techniques of 


puppets.  In this course, we will explore briefly the puppetry techniques and styles from 


around the world by exploring global similarities and differences. Through the exploration of 

the puppet world, this course will introduce students to a wide range of artistic expression, 

including design, technology, and performance. Through a variety of class demonstrations, 

films, lectures, readings, discussions, class work and practice, students will learn about puppet 

design and technology, manipulation and puppet performance. This hands-on class combines 

both 2D and 3D skills. We will be using several kinds of materials to create these puppets such 

as paint, wood, clay, plaster, paper, foam, fabric, and papier mache. Be prepared to use 


needles, thread, power tools and sewing machines!

 Elements of Design



This course develops visual literacy. Students learn to manipulate line, shape, color, value, 

texture, and form. Through the techniques explored, students develop designs for theatre. 


Students are required to keep a daily sketchbook and furnish art supplies and materials.

Theatre Technology (formally Theatre Crafts)


This is a concentrated hands-on training course that quickly introduces students to scenery, 

costume and property construction, and lighting and sound production. Students are shown 

the stages, shops, tools, equipment, safety procedures, and some of the basic techniques 


involved in producing a live performance.
